Thank you for your letter of 16 June 2017 (Ref: FS-KS-7/12310) to Mr Greg Read. It has been
referred to me as it relates to the import conditions and veterinary certification required for the
import of dog genetic material (semen) from the Russian Federation into Australia. I apologise
for the delay in responding.

Australia's import policy for dogs and cats and their semen is based on the 2013 Importation of
dogs and cats and their semen from approved countries - Final policy review (available at

: Ag e.gov.au/Style%n 201 . ges/DAFE/ data/assets/pdifjle ]
WMMWM Please note that Australia has
a combined biosecurity policy for the importation of dogs and cats and their semen, in which
genetic material is not considered as a separate commodity.

Australia’s current import conditions for dogs and cats and their semen only permits direct
importation from approved countries. The Australian Department of Agriculture and Water
Resources (the department) has not assessed the Russian Federation for the importaticn of dogs
and cats and their semen into Australia. The importation of dog semen from the Russian
Federation into Australia is therefore not permitted.

To be approved to import dogs and cats and their semen into Australia, the competent authority
of the exporting country must formally request an assessment. Once the department receives a
request, that assessment process will be prioritised and scheduled in line with the department’s
forward work plan. The department would then be able to advise the likely start date for the
assessment. '

As part of the assessment process, the department initially conducts a desk assessment based on
responses to a biosecurity questionnaire that would be provided to evaluate the applicant
country’s compeétent authority, veterinary services, animal health systems and animal health
status. An in-country visit may be required to verify the information provided by the competent
authority and inspect the actnal facilities in the applicant country.
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Please note that as Australia and New Zealand harmonise their lists of approved countries, the
department would share the assessment with thie Ministry for Primary Industries, New Zealand.
Subject to favourable evaluation by both Australian and New Zealand authorities, confirmation
of approval is then provided to the applicant country. Approved countries are therefore eligible
to export dogs and cats and their semen to both Australia and New Zealand.
