Thank you for correspondence from the Federal Service for Veterinary and Phytosanitary Surveillance
seeking clarification on the phytosanitary certification issued by the Australian Government
Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry (DAFF).

DAFF, as the Plant Protection Organisation of the Australian Government, issues both manual and
electronic phytosanitary certificates. Both formats are compliant with the International Plant
Protection Convention (IPPC) International Standards for Phytosanitary Measures No. 12.

For your reference I have included examples of the DAFF templates:

¢ Electronic phytosanitary certificate for grain commodities (code: E16) - Attachment 1

e Electronic phytosanitary certificate for horticulture commodities (code: H16) - Attachment 2

o Manual phytosanitary certificate for grain and horticulture commodities (code: E16) -
Attachment3

s Manual re-export phytosanitary certificate for grain and horticulture commodities (code: EX 25) -
Attachment 4

The sample templates will be readily available on the DAFF web page.

Although DAFF is moving toward electronic certification for all exports, use of the electronic
phytosanitary certificates has not been mandated. The Russian administration can have confidence in
both manual and electronic phytosanitary certificates issued by Australia attesting to goods meeting
the import plant health requirements in line with the IPPC.

Manual phytosanitary certificates have a ‘wet’ seal and are printed on plain white paper with
appropriate words applied to identify the certificate as an original or copy and are version controlled.

The electronic certificates are identified by the application of an electronic seal and signature and are
printed on specific paper.
