Frozen finfish access to New Zealand

In my letter of 4 November, the Ministry for Primary Industries (MPI) undertook to provide Rosselkhoznadzor
with the import requirements for ocean caught finfish for human consumption that have been frozen, headed,
gutted and eligible for trade with the European Union.

The relevant requirements to obtain biosecurity clearance are contained in the ‘Import Health Standard for
Marine Fisheries Products for Human Consumption for all Countries’ (enclosed). These requirements are
summarised below:

1) The Russian Federation is eligible to export marine finfish products for human consumption to New
Zealand. '

2) Animport permit is not required for consignments that meet the requirements of the import health
standard.

3) Approval and listing of processing establishments is not currently required.

4) Marine finfish must be identifiable as marine origin. For example fish may be either commercially
packaged and labelled with the species of origin or accompanied by the declaration from the exporter
identifying the consignment and listing the species of origin.

5) Any marine finfish species that is listed on the database www fishbase.org as spending any part of its
life cycle in fresh water is not eligible for importation under this import health standard.

6) The consignment will be subjected to document checks at the port of arrival and an MPI Inspector may
also inspect the consignment, or a sample of the consignment.

7) Consignments of products imported into New Zealand for human consumption must also comply with
the Food Act. Compliance with the Food Act is a due diligence matter between the importer and
exporter and therefore does not involve Rosselkhoznadzor providing any guarantees.

We would also expect that any exports of frozen, headed, gutted finfish to New Zealand would meet the
veterinary and sanitary requirements of the Russian Federation.
