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О нормах фитосанитарного контроля, действующих 
в САР в отношении пшеницы 

(информация)

Фитосанитарные и карантинные требования в отношении 

импортируемой в Сирию продукции растениеводства регулируются Законом 

№26 от 2007 г. «О защите и карантине растений». В части, касающейся ввоза 

пшеницы, нормативы устанавливаются Постоянной фитосанитарной 

комиссией и Комиссией по анализу рисков при Министерстве сельского 

хозяйства и аграрной реформы САР.

По итогам заседаний 27.12.2011 г. и 08.01.2012 г. комиссиями принято 

Постановление № 158-т «О болезнях растений, подпадающих под действие 

карантинных списков и соответствующих специальных инструкций» с 

утвержденными перечнями инфекционных и неинфекционных болезней 

растений и их возбудителей. В соответствии с этим документом, все сорные 

растения, паразиты, насекомые-вредители и заболевания подразделяются на 

полностью и частично запрещенные к ввозу на территорию Сирии (списки А1 

и А2 соответственно, прилагаются).

В отношении пшеницы, импортируемой для помола и промышленной 

переработки, на период до 31.12.2015 г. действуют следующие нормативные 

требования:

• допускаются к ввозу партии, в которых количество живых насекомых 

не превышает 5 особей на 1 кг, при этом грузы дезинфицируются 

и передаются специалистам для составления описания товара и оценки 

его соответствия сирийским стандартам;
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• отправления с пшеницей не должны содержать грибки-паразиты Tilletia 

controversa и Tilletia indica; все грузы подлежат обязательной проверке 

на наличие этих грибков;

• доля зерен, пораженных нематодой пшеничного нароста, не должна 

превышать 2 зерна на 1 кг;

• доля семян вредоносных растений, указанных в списке А2, -  не более 

1% общего веса;

• если общее количество семян вредоносных растений по списку А2 

превышает установленную норму, но составляет менее 1 % общего веса 

растительной продукции, поставляемой для промышленной 

переработки, вся партия подлежит просеиванию. Для этого 

заинтересованному лицу (лично либо через полномочного 

представителя) надлежит подать заявление с указанием объема партии, 

цели поставки, конечного получателя, с обязательством провести 

просеивание в присутствии специалиста фитосанитарной службы, 

утилизировав остатки способом, исключающим распространение 

заражения, а также не реализовывать продукцию до ее полной 

обработки;

• все расходы, связанные с просеиванием (транспортировка, оплата 

наемного труда, утилизация, оплата труда уполномоченного 

фитосанитарной службы), несет заинтересованное лицо;

• в отношении пшеницы, импортируемой в целях промышленной 

переработки в соответствии с установленными для государственного 

сектора требованиями в интересах Генеральной организации по 

торговле и переработке зерновых САР, допустимая доля эрготизма 

составляет 2/10000 веса;

• в отношении пшеницы, ввозимой для переработки в соответствии 

с установленными для частного сектора требованиями, допустимая доля 

-  не более 0.5/10000 веса.



В случае обнаружения признаков заболевания или поражения растений, 

не включенного в карантинные списки, товар передается на анализ 

специальной комиссии, которая определяет степень опасности и 

целесообразность проведения карантина.
