“This shipment of ware potatoes has been
inspected and found free from Epitrix
cucumeris, Epitrix tuberus, Phthorimaea
operculella, Meloidogyne chitwoodi,
Globodera rostrochiensis”

Coming into Force:

This protocol will come into effect at the
date of signing and will be valid until
terminated in writing by either party.
Termination of the protocol will be effective
threc months after the receipt of notification.

Modifications:

If mutually agreed, the parties may
cooperatively modify this protocol as
required.
